Parents Right-to-Know

Under the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA), 

parents have the right to request information about 

the professional qualifications of their child's 

teachers. This includes details on the teacher’s 

certification status, qualifications, and whether they 

meet state requirements for the subjects they teach. 

Schools are required to provide this information upon 

request to ensure transparency and support informed 

parental involvement in their child's education.



Our curriculum is aligned to the Arizona standards. 

All students need 22 credits to graduate from high school. 

Students take test finals, state and national assessments. 

 An example of a national assessment is the PSAT and ACT.
