UNIFORM INFORMATION
At MIT, we require our students to wear uniforms. All students are required to have
a solid white shirt with the MIT coat of arms and a tie/bow tie. Purple polos with the
MIT coat of arms are only permitted on Fridays. Pants may either be black or khaki.

COLD WEATHER INFORMATION
The weather is obviously cold in the morning. MIT will allow students to wear an all-
black jacket (w/ no logos or other colors) during their first period, but it can not be
a hoodie. The black jacket must be worn to still show that the student is wearing a
white shirt and tie (Fri- purple polo). After first period, the students are only allowed
to wear MIT uniform sweater or jacket. Other jackets must be put away in
backpack or in the front office cubbies for the remainder of the day.
