DEFINITION 
Under the supervision of the Director of Agriculture Education and working in conjunction with the 

Agriculture teachers in the district, responsible for milking, and feeding of the dairy herd.  The Farm 

Maintenance Worker will work with the Agriculture Staff at the high school farm.  The Farm Maintenance 

Worker will also perform the necessary duties in connection with the operation and basic maintenance of the 

farm; and other related duties as required. 
 

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES/ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS 

Duties include, but are not limited to, the following:  

• Perform daily milking of the dairy herd. E 

• Provide basic herd health care to cattle and treat animals that require medical attention.  E 

• Inspect facility in the areas of safety and maintenance requirements.  E 

• Assisting with irrigating E 

• Perform other duties as assigned
