Overview of ALICE



A is for ALERT
This is the FIRST notification of danger.

● School announcement  of a  danger  on campus
● Gunfir e, loud noises or  scr eaming
● Text  a ler t  or  phone ca ll
● See something say something

NO CODE WORDS



L is for LOCKDOWN
Traditional lockdown procedures PLUS:
● Barricade the door (examples on next slide)

● Spread out in the room with Counter measures
● DO NOT huddle
● DO NOT open the door for anyone
● Look for alternative exits 
● Dial 911 if safe to do so

Infor m can be fr om students, teacher s, administ r a t ion                                                                        
or  any other  sta ff on campus.Pass on real time information

*What did you see?(Details-what were they wearing, hair color, height, eyes)

*When did you see it? Be specific.
*Where was it?
*Who was it? (man, woman, child…) 
*How are they armed? 



The purpose of COUNTER is to interrupt the intruder 
and make it difficult or impossible to aim. 

This is a strategy of last resort.

We do NOT physically fight with anyone “dangerous” or an 
“intruder”

What if the barricade doesn’t hold up?
Be pr epa r ed to COUNTER



We counter by…
● Distr act ing: scr eaming, yelling, waving hands,                         

and thr owing objects.
● Running: Don’t  stand st ill. Constant ly move and do wha t  

you can to r un away and pr otect  your self.
● Be awar e of the situa t ion and

wor k together .



E is for EVACUATE

It  is impor tant  to Stop, Look, and Listen so you can ga ther  a s much infor ma t ion a s 
possible befor e you decide to take any act ion. 

If it  is possible to leave the cla ssr oom to get  away fr om a  “danger ous someone”, we 
will do so.

How do we know if we should stay and ba r r icade or  evacua te?

RULE
Never move from a safe area to an unsafe area!



Rally Point
This is a  sa fe place wher e we can a ll get  to,     

when it  is sa fe to, a fter  we evacua te.

Our Rally POint at NBMS is behind the fire station

Remember the rule: Never move from a safe place to an unsafe place. 

• If you leave the cla ssr oom and find tha t  you a r e not  sa fe, then find any 
sa fe place you can go (neighbor , stor e, or  a  pa r k tha t  is nea r by). 

•  If possible, get  to a  place tha t  ha s a  phone and ca ll 911.



It is important for you to understand:

1. ALiCE is about  empower ment , not  fea r .  
2. ALiCE is about  opt ions and choices to stay sa fer . 
3. ALiCE is NOT sequent ia l.
