For the 2025–2026 fiscal year, arts education programs at El Tejon Unified were funded through Proposition 28. In alignment 

with Proposition 28 requirements—which call for dedicated funding to expand arts instruction, prioritize underserved students, 

and support credentialed arts educators—El Tejon Unified has taken intentional steps to strengthen opportunities for creative 

learning. For the upcoming year, the school has hired a full-time Art Teacher. This educator will be responsible for designing and 

implementing a dynamic arts curriculum that emphasizes digital art, sculpting, and media. The position reflects El Tejon Unified’s 

commitment to using Proposition 28 resources as intended: to expand access, build program sustainability, and provide students 

with high-quality, standards-based arts education that nurtures creativity, critical thinking, and engagement.
